The month of November is here, and will be impacted by minimum days as well as holidays. Please make sure 
to make note of the events as described on the calendar below, and support school wide functions at Bardin.  
 
PARENT-TEACHER CONFERENCES: 
 Parent-teacher conferences will be happening during the week of November 16th-20th. All students will 
be dismissed following a minimum day schedule: 1:10 p.m. All kindergarten students will follow the schedule 
for students in group ‘A’, and must be picked up no later than 12:45 p.m. every day, and 12:15 p.m. on 
Wednesday, Nov. 18th. Please note that parent-teachers will take place between 1:30-5:00 p.m. only. 
 
ATTENDANCE: 
 On Thursday, October 29th, 2009, 274 Bardin students were recognized with a Perfect Attendance 
Certificate for not missing any day of school during the first two reporting periods of attendance. All these 
students qualify for the Perfect Attendance medal at the end of the school year, if they maintain perfect 
attendance status. As the holidays approach, please make sure your students are present until the last day 
before winter break (December 18th), and are back by Monday, January 11th, 2010. Students who are absent 
before or after the winter break, extending the winter vacation, will be at-risk of losing their space in their class 
or at Bardin, and may need to be bused to other schools in the District. There are no special permissions 
granted to extend the winter holiday vacations.
